AWARDS AND PRIZES FOR 2017 HORSE SHOWS

All divisions are eligible for high point champion and reserve daily at each horse show with the exception of jumpers 2’
and higher which are based on Sat/Sun results . In 2017 there is one show circuit for year end award including all shows
at all locations. Highest point earners in the divisions listed below will be eligible to receive a Year End Champion and
Reserve award and eight ribbons at the annual Year End Awards Banquet in December, provided they have shown in
that division a minimum of 4 times (each day shown is one show day) during the show year.
