
2018 CLASS SPECIFICATIONS AND PRIZE/AWARD INFORMATION: 
Walk Trot, and all W/T classes —no cross entry allowed to other divisions. W/T riders 
never to have cantered in a show. W/Trot  classes’ points are reported by rider and 
rider may ride any horse or pony throughout the show year.  
Ponies—Adults may ride ponies in any division other than Children’s Pony. 
Children’s Pony—Small/Med to jump 2’, Large to jump 2’6” , ridden by juniors—
divisions will be split as entries warrant.  Separate High Point for Hunter and Equitation. 
Year End award separated by sm/med and large.  
Open Crossrails, Schooling, Training, Performance and Local Hunter —horse or pony 
ridden by pro or amateur—open divisions.  Simple changes allowed in Schooling Hunter 
and Open Crossrails.   
Modified Hunter/Rider—Open to amateur riders of any age who have not competed/
jumped higher than 2’6”. No cross entry into any division over 2’6”  Should entries war-
rant, may be split Childs (under 18) and Adult. Modified riders may not cross enter into 
Low Children’s/Adult.. Separate high point and year end awards  for hunter and equita-
tion by age category  if entries  warrant.  Points based on the horse in hunter, rider in 
equitation  
Thoroughbred—For purposes of eligibility, a "Thoroughbred" is defined as any horse 
that has been registered with The Jockey Club, whether it has raced or not.  
Children’s or Adult Hunter— ridden by adults or juniors of amateur status, no cross 
entry to Low Children’s on same show day. Sep high pt and year end for hunter and eq. 
Low Children’s/LowAdult Hunter—horse or pony ridden by adults or juniors of amateur 
status who have never jumped over 3’ at a show, no cross entry to Children’s/Adult 
same show day. Separate high point and year end awards  for hunter and equitation.  
Novice Crossrails Rider—Beginner riders of all ages who have shown 2 years or less. No 
cross entry of rider with W/T divisions or Short/long Stirrups. Points based on the rider. 
May cross enter into Open Crossrails, Pleasure classes or Crossrail Jumpers.   Will WTC as 
a group. Simple  changes allowed. 
Short/Long Stirrups Rider—Short Stirrup Riders are 12 & Under, Long Stirrup Riders are 
13 & over.  Riders to W/T/C on the flat, canter simple verticals at 18”-2’. Simple changes 
allowed. Riders of any age not to have jumped fences over 2’ at a show., however no 
cross entry between Short/Long and Intermediate.  High Points split by Hunter and Equi-
tation.  Rider may cross enter into Pleasure,  Open Crossrails, Schooling Hunter, Jumper 
classes 18” and under and the USHJA 2’ Outreach Classes.     
Intermediate  Rider—Fences 2’ with no oxers but walls and gates. Rider not to have 
jumped over 2’3” in a show, no cross entry  to the covered arena other than Pleasure.  
Rider may cross enter the jumper arena 2’ and lower and the USHJA Outreach 2’ Medal 
class. High Points split  by Hunter and Equitation.  No cross entry into Modified or Short/
Long Stirrups .  
**The progression of rider entries in Hunters/Equitation over a period of time usually goes Walk 
Trot, Short Stirrups, Intermediate Rider, Modified Rider, Low Children’s /Adult and lastly, Chil-
dren’s /Adult.   Once a rider has moved up into another fence height or division such as Short/Long 
Stirrups into Intermediate, it is not appropriate to move backwards ie; show again in Short/Long 
Stirrups. It is the rider’s responsibility to read the class specs and contact the show management if 
any questions remain prior to making their entries. It is not the show secretary’s role to proof 
entries for eligibility.  Riders and Trainers are responsible for the validity of their entries.  Should an 
anomaly be brought forward to show management by an exhibitor it will be investigated fully.

High Point Perpetual Jumper Award—This engraved marble award is 

inscribed with the owner’s and horse’s name who has earned the most 

points during the show year  in any jumper class 2’ or higher, excluding $ 

classes, Classics, add-backs, Mini Prix’s  . Award is housed in the glass 

case at Grand Oaks and significant keepsake award to winner.  Champion/

Reserve  awarded with 8 Ribbons.  
 

The John F. Payne Perpetual High Point Hunter Pony Award—

Beautiful pewter platter engraved and provided for one year to the owner 

of the pony who has earned the most points during the show year in the 

Hunter arenas @ 2’ or higher including MSterling classes in 2017. Der-

bies to count and any special designated hunter classics.  Award to Cham-

pion, 8 ribbons awarded. 
 

The  Amateur High Point Junior (17 & Under)  and Adult (18 & 

Over) Rider of the Year—in 2018 TWO significant awards provided to 

the amateur riders in each age category who have earned the most points 

in all classes  entered with any horse or pony excluding $ classes, Novice 

Arena divisions, Pea Green and Novice Jumper.   Award to Champion and 

Reserve, 8 ribbons awarded in each category 
 

The  Professional High Point Rider of the Year—provided to the pro-

fessional rider who has earned the most points in all arenas excluding $ 

classes 

 

The “Weston Cup” is a large silver cup engraved with the name and 

owner of the horse or pony who has the highest cumulative points collect-

ed during the show year in the Hunter Derbies at the Hunt Country Horse 

Shows at The Grand Oaks.  Award housed at Grand Oaks in the glass case 

and keepsake silver cup awarded to winner and 8 ribbons at the Annual 

Awards Banquet.    
 

The Kimberden Cup—Engraved  Silver Award—provided to the highest 

points earned in Equitation at 2’3” and higher (small/medium ponies in-

cluded) during the show year including MSterling, SEMF and USHJA 

Medal Classes and Jumper Eq classes.  Rider’s name inscribed on base 

and trophy housed in the awards case at Grand Oaks. Separate significant 

keepsake award to rider.  
 

The Hunt Country High Point Thoroughbred Award presented to the 

Year End High Point Champion and Reserve Champion Thoroughbred 

horse who has the most points of any Thoroughbred in the show se-

ries, including competition in all arenas, $ classes not to count.  Horse 

and Owner’s name to be placed permanently on the award in the awards 

case at Grand Oaks. Separate keepsake award to rider.

AWARDS AND PRIZES — USHJA AND AFFILIATE AWARDS—CHAMPIONSHIP SHOW ELIGIBILITY 

Horse Shows in the Park, LLC is a recognized Affiliate Member Organization of the 

United States Hunter/Jumper Association (USHJA), the hunter/jumper governing body  

of the USEF. 

Beginning in the 2018 competition year, the USHJA will be enhancing the USHJA Out-

reach Program with new class offerings and provides members at the Outreach level, 

($35 annual membership) with an opportunity to earn USHJA national recognition in 

classes from walk/trot/canter Equitation to 3’ hunter, jumper and medal competition.   
 

Competitors with a USHJA Outreach membership level or higher will be eligible to 

earn year end awards from USHJA awarded 1st through 6th place by USHJA 

zone..  ….USHJA points are tracked and shown by zone/area  on USHJA.org web-

site.  Let’s put some Florida riders on the map in 2018!!!   Outreach membership 

may be accessed at USHJA.org.  
 

In addition to year end awards, USHJA members can earn Certificates of Merit through-

out the show year.  Once a rider earns at least 30 points during the year, they will re-

ceive a Bronze Level Certificate of Merit, at 50 points a Silver and at 75 a Gold Level 

Certificate of Merit.  Bronze Level Certificates will be mailed during the year, and the 

Silver and Gold certificates will be awarded at the Annual Awards Banquet.  
 

Any Amateur rider may compete in Outreach hunter and jumper classes, but rid-

ers wishing to earn national recognition must be USHJA members at the Outreach 

level ($35) or above.   
 

USHJA Outreach Jumpers @ 2’3” Amateur Riders may not compete in any class with fences exceeding 2’6” 

USHJA Outreach Jumpers @ 2’6” Amateur Riders may not compete in any class with fences exceeding 2’9” 

USHJA Outreach Jumpers @ 2’9” Amateur Riders may not compete in any class with fences exceeding 3’ 

USHJA Outreach Jumpers @ 3’0” Amateur Riders may not compete in any class with fences exceeding 3’3” 

 

USHJA membership IS required to compete in the following Equitation USHJA Outreach classes: 
USHJA Outreach W/T/C Equitation Medal on the Flat (held in Novice Arena) 
Riders may not compete in any other class where the fences exceed 18” at the same show.  

USHJA Outreach  2’0 Medal Class  
Riders may not compete in any other class where the fences exceed 2’3” at the same show. 

USHJA Outreach 2’6” Medal Class—Riders not to compete in any class where fences exceed 2’9”  

USHJA Outreach 3’ Medal Class—Riders not to compete in any class where fences exceed 3’ at same show.
