& to $35 each, and 3rd through 6th ribbons are $17-
$25 each...Awards for Grand and Reserve run an-
ywhere from $50—$120 each now driving the total cost of divisional
award categories up to $250 each. And we have over 35 divisions.
That’s not counting the costs of the Year End Overall Awards/Ribbons,
room rental, DJ and staffing. HSITP does not charge an overall annual
membership fee to our riders..(who wants another fee in the horse
world?) and HSITP will not be raising entry fees in 2026.
